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Report of Independent Auditors

We have audited the accompanying statement of net assets of the Uni versity of Puerto Rico (the
University), a component unit of the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, as of June 30, 2002 and the
related statements of revenues, expenses and changes in net assets, and cash flows for the year
then ended. These financial statements are the responsibility of the University's management.
Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We
did not audit the financial statements of Servicios Médicos Universi tarios, Inc. (the Hospital), a
discretely presented component unit, as of and for the year ended June 30, 2002. Those financial
statements were audited by other auditors whose report has been furnished to us, which included
an explanatory paragraph stating that the discretely presented component unit has experienced
recurring losses since it commenced operations and has a net capital deficiency that rise
substantial doubt about its ability to continue as a going concern. Our opinion, insofar as it
relates to data included for the Hospital is solely based on the report of the other auditors.

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United
States and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing
Standards issued by the Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards require that
we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial
statements are free of material misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a test basis,
evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audil also
mcludes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall financial statement presentation. We believe that
our audil provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

In our opinion, based on our audit and the report of other auditors, the financial statements
referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the financial position of the University of
Puerto Rico as of June 30, 2002, and its changes in its financial position and cash flows for the
year then ended in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States.

As disclosed in Note 1 to the financial statements, during the current fiscal vear, the University
adopted the provisions of Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement No. 34,
Basic Financial Statements — and Management’s Discussion and Analysis — for State and Local
Governments, GASB Statement No. 35, Basic Financial Statements — and Management's
Discussion and Analysis - for Public Colleges and Universities — an amendment of GASB
Starement No. 34, GASB Statement No. 37, Basic Financial Statements — and Management’s
Discussion and Analysis — for State and Local Governments: Omnibus — an amendment of GASHB
Statements No. 21 and No. 34, and GASB Statement No. 38, Certain Financial Statement Note
Disclosures. B

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The Management’s Discussion and Analysis on page 3 to 11 is not a required part of the basic
financial statements but is supplementary information required by the Governmental Accounting
Standards Board. We have applied certain limited procedures, which consisted primarily of
inquiries of management regarding the methods of measurement and presentation of the
supplemental information. However, we did not audit the information and express no opinion on
it. o

As discussed in Note 11 to the financial statements, the discretely presented component unit has
experienced recurring losses since it commenced operations and has a net capital deficiency that
raise substantial doubt about its ability to continue as a going concem. Management's plans as to
these matters are described in Note 11. The 2002 financial statements do not include any
adjustments that might result from the outcome of this uncertainty.

Our audits were conducted for the purpose of forming an opinion on the financial statements of
the University of Puerto Rico taken as a whole. The schedule of changes in sinking fund reserves
included in page 42 is presented for purposes of additional analysis and is not a required part of
the financial statements, Such information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied
in the audit of the financial statements and, in our opinion, is fairly stated in all material respects
in relation to the financial statements taken as a whole.

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued a report dated
August 30, 2002 on our consideration of the University's intemnal control over financial reporting
and our tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts and grants.
That report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with GAS and should be read
in conjunction with this report in considering the results of our audit.

The financial pesiton of the University remains strong at June 30, 2002, with total assets of
$933,006,000, total liabilities of $659,972,000 and net assets of $273,034,000. University net
assets increased $37,108,000 in the vear ended June 30, 2002 to $273,034,000 at June 30, 2002,
This increase is explained in the section entitled “Analysis of Financial Position and Results of
Operations.™ An overview of each statement is presented below alon g with a financial analysis of
the transactions impacting the statement.
