CONTINUIDAD ACADEMICA Y ADMINISTRACION DE EXAMENES FINALES

Como parte del proceso de reanudacion de labores presenciales en el Recinto Universitario de
Mayagiiez y en atencion a los acuerdos alcanzados entre la Administracion del RUM, el Consejo
General de Estudiantes y el Consejo de Estudiantes Graduados, deseamos compartir las
siguientes directrices relacionadas con la culminacion del semestre académico.

Luego de un proceso de dialogo y colaboracion entre los distintos sectores de nuestra comunidad
universitaria, se acordo autorizar la culminacion de los cursos de conferencia mediante
modalidades asistidas por tecnologia durante el resto del periodo lectivo. Aquellos cursos,
conferencias o laboratorios cuyos objetivos académicos, experiencias practicas o requisitos de
acreditacion no puedan ser ofrecidos adecuadamente de forma virtual, deberan culminar
mediante actividades presenciales, segiin determine el personal docente y académico
correspondiente.

Asimismo, se informa que, conforme al calendario académico vigente, los exdmenes finales
correspondientes al periodo regular se ofreceran de forma presencial del 8 al 14 de junio de
2026. Las fechas y horarios asignados buscan minimizar conflictos académicos y facilitar una
administracion ordenada del proceso de evaluacion final.

Por otra parte, durante el periodo adelantado del 30 de mayo al 7 de junio de 2026, inicamente
se ofreceran examenes en modalidad en linea asincronica, segtn establecido en el calendario
académico. Esta determinacion responde a la necesidad de garantizar flexibilidad académica
mientras ain continllan desarrollandose actividades lectivas del semestre regular.

Agradecemos el compromiso y la colaboracion de todos durante este proceso de transicion y
culminacién del semestre académico. El apoyo a nuestros estudiantes, personal docente y
admistrativo en momentos como estos, requiere de respeto mutuo, capacidad para escuchar,
compromiso para tomar decisiones justas y sensibles teniendo siempre como norte el bienestar
institucional.
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ACADEMIC CONTINUITY AND FINAL EXAM ADMINISTRATION

As part of the process of resuming in-person operations at the University of Puerto Rico, Mayagiiez
Campus and in accordance with the agreements reached between the RUM Administration, the
General Student Council, and the Graduate Student Council, we wish to share the following
guidelines regarding the completion of the academic semester.

Following a process of dialogue and collaboration among the different sectors of our university
community, it was agreed to authorize the completion of lecture-based courses through
technology-assisted modalities for the remainder of the academic term. Courses, lectures, or
laboratories whose academic objectives, practical experiences, or accreditation requirements
cannot be adequately fulfilled virtually shall be completed through in-person activities, as
determined by the corresponding faculty and academic personnel.

Additionally, in accordance with the current academic calendar, final examinations for the regular
term will be administered in person from June 8 through June 14, 2026. The assigned dates and
schedules are intended to minimize academic conflicts and facilitate an orderly final evaluation
process.

Furthermore, during the early examination period from May 30 through June 7, 2026, only
asynchronous online examinations will be permitted, as established in the academic calendar. This
determination responds to the need to ensure academic flexibility while regular semester
instructional activities are still ongoing.

We appreciate everyone’s commitment and collaboration throughout this transition and semester
completion process. Supporting our students, faculty, and administrative personnel during times
such as these requires mutual respect, the ability to listen, and a commitment to making fair and
thoughtful decisions while always keeping the institution’s well-being as our guiding principle.
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
