Evidence Overview 

Dr. Janitza Saavedra Lugo, an assistant professor at the University of Puerto Rico, Mayagüez Campus, intends to conduct a 

research study titled "Determination of the Profile of Agricultural Education Teachers in Puerto Rico." The purpose of this 

research is to define the profile of agricultural education teachers in Puerto Rico and identify their professional development 

needs in order to establish a continuous and effective program to address those needs. Dr. Saavedra Lugo is authorized to visit 

the Regional Educational Offices (OREs) in Arecibo, Bayamón, Caguas, Humacao, Mayagüez, Ponce, and San Juan to 

coordinate the administration of her research in 118 schools located within the mentioned ORE municipalities. 

 

This research will involve the participation of 110 teachers from fifth to twelfth grade in both primary and secondary schools. 

These teachers will be required to complete a questionnaire designed by the researcher, which consists of three parts. The first 

part addresses professional development needs, the second part defines the profile of agricultural education teachers, and the 

third part collects demographic data from the teachers.
