
Evidence 2023.2.1.14: TEACHER CERTIFICATION 

REGULATION (9375 of 2022) 

Evidence Overview 

 

This regulation establishes the academic, professional, experiential, concentration (at the bachelor's level), and specialization (at 

the graduate level) requirements that candidates must meet and certify in compliance with the law in order to be certified to work 

in various categories of teaching positions. These requirements apply to both public and private schools in Puerto Rico, as well 

as to post-secondary institutions within the Department of Education of Puerto Rico (DEPR). Additionally, the requirements for 

certificate renewal are outlined.
