PRESENTATION FORMATS:
	Workshop (60 minutes) Workshops should engage the participants in practical activities that can be transferred to the classroom.
	Demonstrations (60 minutes) Demonstrations should be activities shown in a step-by- step process.

	Papers (60 minutes). Papers should be based on current research and theory. They should also provide practical benefit to the audience. 
	Panel (60 minutes) Group of 3 to 4 experts who will discuss a topic from different perspectives. 

	Poster Presentation (60 minutes). A visually explanatory exhibit that allows a short, informal discussion between the presenter(s) and attendees, as attendees circulate within the poster-session area. Poster sessions serve as an important and interactive forum for sharing professional ideas and for receiving feedback. Poster exhibits are set up side by side within the session area during the hour before the session and dismantled within the hour afterward.
	Round Table Discussions (60 minutes) Peer-to-peer facilitated discussions with a small group of attendees. The facilitator should have a strong knowledge of the topic and be able to engage everyone in the discussion.
